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Volunteer litter pick.

All volunteers to wear appropriate clothing, gloves and footwear together with any other items highlighted in the RA below
Everyone to wash hands thoroughly as soon as possible after the litter pick and before taking any food or drink.

Any wounds covered and then redressed after cleaning and disinfecting if there has been any contact with water.

Volunteers carry out a personal inspection for cuts, ticks etc.

Report any hazardous items to the Council or Police as outlined within the risk assessment.

All volunteers have reported back and all equipment is collected back in.

All rubbish for collection has been left in the pre-arranged pick up site.

Any bags / receptacles containing sharp material, eg broken glass, are clearly identified.

Lone working should not take place, and volunteers should carry a mobile phone and have access to first aid in the event of an emergency.
Volunteers need to self-assess each task before taking part in line with their own limitations, for example back concerns, angina —
