The identification of, and
conclusions drawn on particular sites does not imply that there is a presumption in favour of any development proposal or that
planning permission will be granted should an application be submitted. ldentification of a site within this schedule does not
override current Development Plan policy that may not support the development of the site in principle.

The assessment of constraints carried out for this study provides a starting point for the consideration of each site through the plan
making process and is proportionate to the Issues and Options stage of the Local Plan. Further analysis and evaluation of
constraints is anticipated to inform the next stage of the plan.

Nb. The usual relevant national tests and standards will apply to all sites whether stated in this assessment or not e.g. the need for
Sequential and Exceptions Test in relation to flood risk, standards associated with noise, and highway requirements etc.

A Sites schedule: The site is considered to have reasonable potential for further consideration and should be considered further in
the plan making process. In many cases these sites may still be subject to constraints that would need to be addressed to bring
the site forward.
