Councillors did once again express their dismay at 
to what appeared a wholesale removal far beyond what could be considered reasonable given the 
evidence of Ash disease. He apologised for the apparent delay in getting any progress on the A370 
improvements but he could confirm that progress albeit slowly was being made. The likelihood of the 
necessary collapsed bank repairs was now scheduled for September. After a couple of questions from 
Councillors he departed from the meeting.
